Life of Hans Christian Andersen

Hans Christian Andersen (1805-1875) was born in the slums of Odense, Denmark. His
father was a poor shoemaker but a literate. Before 11, Andersen was immersed in the
readings and stories told by his father throughout his childhood. The death of his father,
however, did not weigh down Andersen’s determination to be an actor in operas. By his
age of 14, he headed for Copenhagen to start his career. The following years were full of
hardships until he found supporters who paved his way to be a writer. Given his studious
and strenuous attempts in his whole life, Andersen made his breakthrough in writing
numerous fairy tales for children, and which writings gained international recognition and
success till now. He became known as the father of the modern fairy tales. His works were
original, solid and full of imagination and compassion. Thus his fairy tales spanned the two
worlds, the children’s and the adult.
