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Reading plays an important part in one’s growth and learning. For most people, the children’s section of
a neighborhood public library is the vital starting point for their first encounter with books and reading.
The children’s libraries of the Hong Kong Public Libraries (HKPL) have also been a cradle of book lovers for
generations. Same as our society, HKPL’s children’s libraries have undergone a lot of changes in the past

decades. Let’s have a look at these changes.

1960s & 19%0s
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When the City Hall Library was set up in 1962,
it already had a children’s library housing a
collection suitable for children. At that time when
entertainment or leisure facilities for children were
relatively scarce, the library soon became a popular
reading oasis among young readers.
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1980s & 1990s
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The 1980s and 1990s saw the rise of the number of public
libraries, in municipal buildings and community halls,
which gradually became an essential public facility in the
communities and a popular hangout for students and
youngsters. Children’s libraries of that time were specially
designed and decorated into children corners with colourful
and attractive wall pictures in order to get kids excited about
books and reading. Library collections for children became
more diverse, from comics, picture books, magazines and
fictions to classics and science books, to provide a balanced
reading diet for children. Public libraries also started to
provide multimedia information and organise extension
programmes, such as storytelling sessions, workshops,
reading programme and library visit, for young readers.

With visually appealing wall murals and paintings about
stories, custom-made furniture and tier-seating for children, modern
children’s libraries are full of colours and spacious for children to
enjoy reading in a comfortable and pleasant environment.

Nowadays, all the static libraries of the HKPL are equipped with children’s libraries. With the development of
information technology, the HKPL also set up multimedia workstations in children’s libraries. Each workstation
has installed with CD-ROMs for learning purpose.
