Jin Yong Martial Arts Novels Audio Collection
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Jin Yong's martial arts novels have been

popular for long. In 2022, Legend of Condor
Heros, The Romance of the Condor Heroes, and
The Heaven Sword and the Dragon Saber ranked Tst,
6th, and 10th respectively among the top 100 most
borrowed books in the Hong Kong Public

Libraries (HKPL). To offer the public an

opportunity fo experience the martial arts

world of Jin Yong anytime and anywhere,

the HKPL has launched “Jin Yong Martial

Arts Novels Audio Collection” in

September. With the interpretation of

narrators, readers can immerse

themselves into memorable scenes.
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Jin Yong’s martial arts novels are a
treasure trove of Chinese culture,
filling with knowledge such as history,
geography, and literature, and
chivalrous spirits and national spirits.
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Similar to a TV drama, each set of the audio collections is
divided info episodes. For example, the four volumes of
Legend of Condor Heros are divided into 197 episodes,
each of which lasts around twenty minutes and over
seventy hours in total. There are also shorter alternatives
for readers. Mandarin Duck Daggers, the shortest piece,
consists of eight episodes. Readers may enjoy the entire
volume in a half day.

Jin Yong Martial Arts Novels Audio Collection was
dubbed and narrated by veteran voice actors. The
Cantonese-dubbed Legend of Condor Heros won
a broadcasting award in Guangzhou in 2016. On
the other hand, some titles are Mandarin audio
dramas which were performed by a number of voice
actors with sound effects and background music.

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Popular Science Talk Series For Teens
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A human body can be viewed as an ecosystem which involves a lot of complicated interactions. In addition
to well-known white blood cells and red blood cells, there are various microorganisms which are essential
for normal functions of the body. The Hong Kong Central Library (HKCL) will organise a subject talk, ‘Small
Clues Tell from Microbiome: How Microorganisms Benefit Human Health’, in which the speaker will talk
about the effects of microorganisms and probiotics on human health, aiming to raise public awareness and
understanding of the microorganisms.
