Immerse in the Books of Spectacular Nature

As autumn arrives, it is time to go outing, enjoy the breeze and appreciate the natural landscape. Many hiking
destinations in Hong Kong are easily accessible. A guidebook may be something you are looking for. The books
below not only suggest various destinations but also allow you to know different facets of the city.

Hiking in Hong Kong: Hong Kong, Lantau,
MacLehose and Wilson Trails and 21 day walks
Author: Simon Whitmarsh, Andrew Mok

A comprehensive guidebook suggests four treks,
and 21 day walks from easy to challenging. For
the treks, which take hikers three to five days,
the guidebook provides readers itineraries
along with maps and elevation profiles which
show varying heights along the routes. The day
walks can be finished in two to seven hours. In
addition to particularities such
as transport and description of
journeys, the guidebook details

must-sees in each route. Readers
could learn more about the city’s
geology, history and culture.

Tip: Distance Posts
Marked with numbers, the Distance Posts reveal their locations. In
case of emergency, hikers may use the information on the nearest
distance post and assist rescuers to identify their location.

As its name suggests, the book targets parents who
would like to plan outing activities with their children.
More than seventy locations, which cover outlying
islands, museums, beaches, family walks and markets,
are included.

In addition
to “Get a Bite” session which provides locations where
readers could have food, the guidebook
tells readers the availability of parking
areas and baby changing facilities in
destinations. This book is also suitable for
educators to plan learning activities for
their students.
