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Introduction
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In 2011, four local traditional festive events, namely Cheung Chau Jiao
Festival, Tai O dragon boat water parade, Tai Hang fire dragon dance and
Yu Lan Ghost Festival of the Hong Kong Chiu Chow community, were
inscribed onto the UNESCO national list of intangible cultural heritage.
Hong Kong, though a small place, is diversified in culture and religion.
All festive events and customs have distinctive characteristics and cultural
values. Readers may learn more about the local traditional festivals and
customs through the library collection and electronic resources.
