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The year 2011 marks the centenary of China’s 1911 Revolution (also known as the Hsinhai
Revolution). Chinese throughout the world join in celebration of the centenary. The Revolution
brought an end to the imperial rule of the Qing Dynasty and led to the founding of the Republic
of China, the first republic not only in China’s but also Asia’s history. It also set an important
milestone on China’s road of modernization, with far-reaching consequences in the social,
political, and economic development of China.

Hong Kong had played a significant role in China’s 1911 Revolution. It was the place where the
revolutionary thoughts of Sun Yat-sen were nurtured and developed. It was also the safe haven
in which revolutionary organizations, such as Hsing Chung Hui and Tong Men Hui, planned and
organized their revolutionary activities. Hong Kong was chosen as the command centre in six of
the ten uprisings led by Dr Sun during 1895 to 1911. The revolutionaries had gathered in Hong
Kong to recruit participants, to raise fund and to obtain weapons for the armed uprisings. In order
to publicize their revolutionary ideas among the Chinese, they published the newspaper China
Daily in Hong Kong.
